THEME: HERITAGE & TRADITION
DATE: 04.08.2025
ON STAGE EVENTS
1. SOLO SONG – Traditional Songs
i. Participants must perform a solo song of their choice, which can be in any language (Tamil, Hindi, English, etc.), but it must be appropriate for the general audience.
ii. The song performance should last between 3 to 5 minutes. Songs that exceed the time limit may be cut short.
iii. The song should be family-friendly. Avoid songs with inappropriate language, religious song, excessive noise, or controversial content.
iv. You may use a backing track or live instrument (such as guitar, keyboard, etc.), but the focus should be on your vocal performance.
v. Must sing live and in person without lip syncing or relying on pre-recorded vocals.
2. SOLO DANCE
i. The song for the performance will be randomly given and played on the spot. Participants will not have prior knowledge of the song.
ii. The dance will last between 2 to 3 minutes, based on the length of the song.  
iii.  The choreography must be original and spontaneous based on the music played. No pre-planned routines are allowed.
3. MONO ACT
i. [bookmark: _Hlk204338285]Should be based on the theme.
ii. The performance must consist of a single act with no blackouts.
iii. The participants must perform a monologue or any solo act from a script of their choice, with no limitations in the genre.
iv. The act can be in tamil or English.
4. SKIT
i. One team with 8-12 participants.
ii. Should be based on the theme.
iii. The Props will be arranged by the teams themselves.
iv. The skit should be based on the theme.
v. No use of slangs and un-parliamentary language in the skit. 
vi. The Competition will be judged on the basis of the script, facial expressions, and creative use of props, stage mannerism, co-ordination, voice modulation and overall performance.
vii. The participants must perform on stage and should not use any pre-recorded voice over.

DATE: 04.08.2025
OFF STAGE EVENTS
1. MEHENDI
i. Should be based on the theme.
ii. Participants must bring their own material and use only green colour cone.
iii. Participants will be expected to apply mehendi on both front and back of the both the hand upto palm.
iv. Stickers, pens, stencils and tattoos are not allowed
v. Judgement based on the basis of creativity, neatness and timing.
2. RANGOLI
i. Should be based on the theme.
ii. There will be only one round of competition. 
iii. The participants have to bring their own material. 
iv. Only colours can be used for making rangoli. 
3. CARVING
i. Should be based on the theme.
ii. The participants should bring all the necessary materials, including vegetables, fruits, chalk, soap, etc.
iii. All participants should be able to justify the appropriateness of the title.
iv. No scraping or carving vegetables is allowed before the start of the event.	
v. Carving must be done only during the time assigned.
4. COOKING WITHOUT FIRE
i. Should be based on the theme.
ii. Participants must not use any form of heat (stoves, ovens, microwaves, etc.) to prepare their dishes. Only raw ingredients can be used.
iii. No pre-cooked rice, pasta, or pre-packaged meals.
iv. All components of your dish should be edible (no plastic flowers or fake food).
v. Dishes should be both creative and visually appealing. Focus on colors, textures, and arrangement.
5. FACE PAINTING
i. Should be based on the Theme. 
ii. The Artist must work alone. 
iii. Assistants are not permitted. 
iv. Models may not paint themselves. 
v. Only professional Face Painting products (including only cosmetic glitter) may be used on the face.
6. ONSPOT PAINTING COMPETITION
i. Should be based on the Theme.
ii. The participants should bring their own art materials appropriate for the medium that they will use. 
iii. The judge's decision is final.
iv. All entries will be pre-numbered. No identifying marks will be allowed to appear in the artwork. Name of the artist must not appear on the work. 
v. Participants can use only acrylic paints.
vi. Participants can art only one chart size paper.
7. ART OUT OF WASTE
i. Waste material could be anything like tetra packs, bottle, newspaper, old utensils, jute material or any second-hand items that otherwise would be thrown away.
ii. The required waste material and stationery like scissors, thread etc, should be brought by the participant.
iii. No ready or semi finished model would be accepted from participant in competition.
iv. The decision of the judges will be considered final.
8. CLAY ART
i.	Should be based on the Theme.
ii.	All artwork must be completed within the allotted time.
iii.	Only natural or modeling clay is allowed. Participants must bring their own tools.
iv.	All work must be done on the spot. Pre-molded or pre-decorated items are not allowed.
v.	Keep your workstation clean. Handle tools safely and clean up your area after the activity.
9. REELS: 
i. The reel must highlight traditional aspects—such as attire, dance, music, rituals, food, or festivals—from any culture or region.
ii. Reels should be between 30 to 60 seconds long. Videos longer than 60 seconds may be disqualified.
iii. All content must be original and created by the participant. No copyrighted music, clips, or templates unless permitted.
iv. [bookmark: _Hlk204339745]Ensure your reel is respectful and accurate. Avoid stereotypes or misrepresentation of any tradition.
v. Submit the reel in MP4 format by 01.08.2025.
10. SHORT FILM: 
i. Should be based on the Theme.
ii. The film should be between 3 to 7 minutes (including credits). Films outside this range will not be considered.
iii. The content must be original and created specifically for the competition. Plagiarism or reused footage is not allowed.
iv. Ensure your reel is respectful and accurate. Avoid stereotypes or misrepresentation of any tradition.
v. Submit the film in MP4 format by 01.08.2025.
11. LOGO CREATION
i. Theme will be given on the spot only.
ii. The participants should bring their own mobile phones.
iii. Each Participant can post only one logo.
iv. The logo must be made on the A3 size (11.7 * 16.5 inches) sheet with margins (0.5 inches) 
v. Logo should not contain any personal details like Name, Class, Department
vi. The logo must illustrate, interpret and emphasize the theme 
vii. To prepare poster participate can use any Mobile App or Any website EXCLUDING AI GENERATED.
12. STANDUP COMEDY
i. Open Theme
ii. Each participant will get 3 to 5 minutes to perform. Exceeding the time may lead to point deductions.
iii. Avoid offensive, vulgar, or abusive language. Content must be appropriate for a general audience.
iv. Jokes should not target or demean any religion, caste, gender, politics or community.
13. HAIKU TAMIL
i. Theme will be given on the spot only. 
ii. Use simple, poetic Tamil. Avoid slang, complex grammar, or non-Tamil words.
iii. The Haiku must be in 3-4 lines.
iv. The content must be original and created specifically for the competition. Plagiarism or reused footage is not allowed.
14. EXTEMPORE TAMIL
i. Topic will be announced only on spot.
ii. After giving the topic, only 2 minutes provided to allow participants to gather their thoughts and structure their speech.
iii. Mobile phone is strictly prohibited to collect points during the competition. 
iv. Avoid discussing about the topic with other participants. 
v. Participants should adhere to the allotted time for their speech.
vi. Tamil is the primary language for the competition.
vii. Participants should generally stick to Tamil throughout their speech and avoid switching languages during the presentation.
viii. Participants are usually not allowed to use any notes or reference materials during the speech. 
ix. Participants must maintain discipline and silence throughout the competition. 
x. Note: Clarity, confidence, content relevance, eye contact, posture, gesture, clear and audible voice with appropriate variation in pitch and tone are expected from the participants.
15. HAIKU ENGLISH
i. The competition is open to all participants 
ii. Should not exceed three lines
iii. 1 Haiku should be written on spot in A4 sheet and to be submitted without the participant's name, class, and department.
iv. All submissions must be original, and unpublished.
v. Haiku must be written only in English.
vi. Traditional Haiku syllable count of 5-7-5 is preferred, but variations like 3-5-3 or 4-6-4 are also acceptable.
vii. Haiku should incorporate natural imagery or themes.
viii. Use sensory language to create vivid images and suggest ideas rather than stating them directly.
ix. Avoid using titles or punctuation within the Haiku.
x. Use lowercase letters for the first letter of the first line, as is traditional in Haiku.
xi. Ensure that your Haiku is free of grammatical errors and typos.
xii. Creativity, imagery, language, and adherence to traditional Haiku principles are excepted from the participants 
16. EXTEMPORE ENGLISH
xi. Topic will be announced only on spot.
xii. After giving the topic, only 2 minutes provided to allow participants to gather their thoughts and structure their speech.
xiii. Mobile phone is strictly prohibited to collect points during the competition. 
xiv. Avoid discussing about the topic with other participants. 
xv. Participants should adhere to the allotted time for their speech.
xvi. English is the primary language for the competition.
xvii. Participants should generally stick to English throughout their speech and avoid switching languages during the presentation.
xviii. Participants are usually not allowed to use any notes or reference materials during the speech. 
xix. Participants must maintain discipline and silence throughout the competition. 
xx. Note: Clarity, confidence, content relevance, eye contact, posture, gesture, clear and audible voice with appropriate variation in pitch and tone are expected from the participants.

ON STAGE EVENTS
1. GROUP SONG:
i. [bookmark: _Hlk204342847]Song has to be according to the theme “Hertitage & Tradition”.
ii. One Group per department consisting of 4 to 6 members. Performances with fewer or more participants will be disqualified.
iii. The song should be between 4 to 6 minutes. Exceeding this time limit may result in deductions or disqualification.
iv.  The group should focus on harmonious singing, synchronization, and blending voices effectively. Group coordination and timing are key. 
v. You may use a backing track or live instrument (such as guitar, keyboard, etc.), but the focus should be on your vocal performance.
vi. Judging will be based on vocal quality, harmony, synchronization, stage presence, and overall performance.
2. GROUP DANCE:
i. Dance has to be according to the theme “Hertitage & Tradition”.
ii. One Group per department consisting of  8 to 12 members. Teams with fewer or more dancers will not be considered.
iii. The performance must last between 4 to 7 minutes. Exceeding the time limit may lead to point deductions.
iv. The performance and costumes must be appropriate for all audiences.
v. The choreography should be original, focusing on synchronization and team coordination. All dancers should moves in harmony.
3. CLASSICAL DANCE
i. Solo Performances (1 per department): 3 to 5 minutes
ii. Participants must report 30 minutes before their scheduled slot.
iii. Participants are encouraged to showcase originality and creativity in their choreography and performance
iv. Participants must wear traditional costumes and attire specific to their dance form.
v.  No vulgar, obscene, or disrespectful content in music, language, gestures, or costumes.
vi. Judges will assess the participant’s adherence to the traditional techniques, movements, and expressions of their chosen dance form.
4. MISS IMMACULATE
Timing: 9:30 am to 11:30 am
Room No. : 008
i. 1 pair (1 model, 1 makeup artist) from each department  
ii. The participants must dress like a bride. (Any state) 
iii. All makeup & hairstyle must be done by the makeup artist. 
iv. No assistants to the model or competitor are allowed during the competition.
v. The model should not do any self makeup.
vi. Participants have to carry their own material.
vii. No pre-makeup or styling allowed. If organizer found any model with prior makeup or prior hair style (including hair Straightening, blow dry etc.) than model have to remove all and start from base.
5. FASHION SHOW
THEME: Heritage & Tradition of the World
i. 1 team with 8 participants.  Timing: 3-5 mins.
ii. Should carry their tracks in pen drive and should be submitted in advance.
iii. Vulgarity is strongly prohibited. Any form of obscenity will lead to debarring.
iv. All costumes are permitted, which maintain decency including original costumes & fashion designs.
v. Teams will be judged on costumes, theme, walking stance, attitude and tag line.
